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Message from Rabbi Milhander 
 

Dear Friends,  
   All of us have heard of Christmas in July.  I would like to introduce a new 
concept: Spring in Fall.  For me, all the symbolism of springtime -- rebirth and 
renewal -- are represented in our High Holy Days.  At this time of year, the 
kids return to school, both secular and religious, and although the days are 
getting shorter, here at the Temple, the days get longer.  New textbooks have 
been purchased and planning for the new year has been completed.   
   As I have written about many times, this is my favorite time of year, not just because the pews 
are filled with bodies but because the themes and messages of Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur 
are so uniquely Jewish in that they are promising, optimistic, spiritually uplifting, hopeful, and 
peaceful.   
   This has been a very exciting summer here at Temple Beth Tikvah.  Many of you attended our 
Project Legacy Groundbreaking in late June and the work of building our dream has progressed.  
Our congregation has been infused with several new members who we welcome with open arms, 
and our new ECLC year begins on September 1st.  Our preschool is bursting at the seams with 
some 40 children!   
   This coming year will be very challenging with all the construction going on and without 
dedicated classrooms for our religious school children.  It will be a year of transition as we move 
from the old towards the new.  Miriam and I have been working hard to turn these challenges 
into opportunities.  We have revamped our schedule and will be introducing some new 
curricular material.   
   Last year, we introduced several new programs and services which have been very well 
received.  Tot Shabbat, Intergenerational Shabbat Service, Musical Shabbat, and broadcasting 
our services live on the Internet – these have all created much buzz and excitement about what 
we do here.  These programs  will continue and I encourage you to come and enjoy if you 
haven’t been here to experience what we are doing.   
   The challenges, however, are not behind us.  Project Legacy is well on its way but there is yet 
one more major goal to be achieved and that is to have High Holy Day services in our own 
facility.  That is my personal goal and one which I will continue to work towards.  We are 
grateful to our Mormon friends for the use of their building (which they allow us to use for free!) 
but Jews belong in the synagogue.  Temple Beth Tikvah is our home and it is where we should 
be on our holiest of days.   
   So, although it is September, spring has sprung.  It is a new year with new faces and new 
ideas.  There are new possibilities and new promises to be fulfilled.  There are new challenges to 
be met and a new sunrise on the horizon.  I look forward to greeting each of you during our 
upcoming High Holy Days.  May we indeed be written and sealed for a good year in the Book of 
Life.

PLANNING FOR THE INEVITABLE - IS 
THERE EVER THE RIGHT TIME?  
   As children, we believe we are invincible.  We can ski the 
steepest mountain and challenge the highest wave.  When we 
are young, sleep, diet, and exercise often take a back seat to 
having fun.  However, upon the passing of a loved one, for the 
first time we are forced to face our own mortality.     
   And though there is never a right age for being able to accept 
that someone has passed away or that we, too, will be gone 
someday,    it is important to face these facts and plan for that 
unfortunate and often sudden event.  This way, when tragedy 
strikes, your survivors do not find themselves scrambling to find 
the pieces of the puzzle that were held by you. 
   But taking that first step is something we all want to put off.  
Ironically, however, we plan for vacations, and insure our home 
from an impending disaster.   However, without proper 
planning,     an unprepared family may face serious financial 
and psychological consequences. 
   By planning for the inevitable, you are taking the first steps in 
protecting the future lives of your loved ones when you are no 
longer here.  It is prudent to be prepared in order to avoid the 
disruption that is often faced by your survivors upon your 
passing. 
   Along with Estate planning which may include consulting 
with an attorney to prepare a Will and Trust,   proper planning 
should also include making pre need arrangements for final 
internment.   For members of the Orange County Jewish 
community, Temple Beth Tikvah maintains burial plots for 
purchase in the Jewish sections of Pacific View Cemetery in 
Corona Del Mar and Mount Olive in Costa Mesa.    In addition, 
we can provide guidance and referral resources for funeral 
arrangements.   
   As   funeral and   interment costs continue to escalate, making 
pre need arrangements today reduces the financial burden on 
your family later.  And most important, it is your loved ones 
who are your survivors.  Minimizing their emotional toll will 
give you peace of mind.  If you are interested in   discussing or 
making pre need arrangements, please contact TBT Cemetery 
Chairperson Ben Berkley at 714/871-6440.

   As I write this, I feel like I am sitting in one of 
the cars of the Matterhorn ride at Disneyland. It 
is the end of August, and my car is slowly 
heading towards the top of the mountain, from 
where the roller coaster ride will begin. 
   The summer months have been relatively calm, 
with time to catch my breath from the past year, 
and to gather resources and start making plans 
for the 2009-10 school year. This will be a season of great 
change in many ways, and it may well be a roller coaster ride! As 
Project Legacy moves towards completion, our children will 
have a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to see history in the making 
as their school building takes shape. Activities are being planned 
for them to have a hand in raising funds for the school, and for 
adding their own personal touch to the facility. 
   We will deal with the challenge of classroom space by careful 
coordination with our ECLC. In fact, part of our August staff 
orientation meeting was done together with the ECLC staff to do 
team-building and ice breakers, getting to know one another an 
plan out the physical space that will be shared for classrooms. 
There will be times when it will feel like we are playing musical 
chairs, moving from sanctuary to social hall, from chapel to 
outdoors or ECLC classrooms. There are times when we will 
avoid the facility all together and take a field trip as a whole 
school. Those will be fun days filled with hands-on educational 
experiences. Watch for details about those days! 
   Our biggest news is that we are changing our Religious School 
(Gr. 1-7 Saturdays) curriculum. We are adopting the URJ’s 
official curriculum, known as “Chai Curriculum.” Each level has 
nine lessons based on three strands: Torah, Avodah (Prayer), and 
Gemilut Chasadim (Acts of Loving Kindness). We will use the 
Gemilut Chasadim strand this year, expanding each lesson into 
two or three weeks. Holiday celebrations, family days, and 
special events will be added to the schedule to fill the year with a 
rich experience for our students. 
   I can’t wait to see the kids in a couple of weeks. For some, it 
has been three months since we have been together. They will 
have summer vacations to share at our opening session, and I will 
look forward to the hugs that we always exchange at our opening 
day reunions. 
   Thank you for entrusting your children to our care as we 
embark on the year ahead. It’s going to be exciting!
